Weekday Application Questions 
I. EQUIP — How is Jesus' "new commandment" in John 13.34 different from 
the command to love in Lev 19.18? How did Jesus love his disciples, according 
to John 13.3–5 and John 15.13? According to Jesus in John 13.34–35, what is 
the result of loving one another as he loved us? How is the pattern of Jesus' love 
radically different from the pattern of love the world displays?


II. ENGAGE —  Spend a moment praying for those people in your life who are 
“extra grace required.” Pray that God would help you to love them as Jesus 
loves you.


III. EXALT — What can we learn about Jesus based on his calling disciples 
“children”? In leaving the disciples, how is Jesus not leaving them alone?
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
