II. ENGAGE — Imagine that you were an eye-witness to these events in 
Capernaum and around Galilee. How do you think that you would have 
responded to this new teacher and miracle-worker from Nazareth? Why?


III. EXALT — While the people focus on Jesus’ miracles, Jesus Himself 
emphasizes teaching and prayer (vv. 21, 35, 38). What application can you 
make from this observation from the Text?
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
