3. Our Application
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Here is your “One Thing” for this week: How might God be 
calling you to Follow Jesus in the physical, spiritual, and political 
areas of your life?


I. EQUIP — Study this passage through the three “layers” mentioned in the 
sermon (physical, spiritual, political). How does Jesus demonstrate authority 
over all three of those areas in this passage? … in other passages? … in our 
life today?


II. ENGAGE — If you were involved in a conversation about movies featuring 
demons, vampires, and zombies, how might you steer the conversation to a 
balanced, biblical view of demonic activity?


III. EXALT — Does something you have read in the Gospels make you stop and 
say, “Who then is this?” (Mark 4.41). What about Jesus amazes you the 
most?
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
