EQUIP — What is “progressive revelation?” How does 
this theological concept help us as we study doctrines like 
resurrection? the Trinity? eschatology? etc.?

ENGAGE — How does this passage encourage concern and 
compassion for lost people? What are current opportunities you 
have to share the Gospel?

EXALT — Do you ever grow impatient waiting for the Rapture? 
To what area of faithfulness is God calling you as you wait? What 
aspects of your discipleship need to be more fully shaped by your 
future destiny? How?

Here is your “One Thing” for this week: How can the promise 
of resurrection and eternal rewards impact your commitment to 
Christ? In what ways has this series in Daniel challenged you to live 
Uncompromisingly for Jesus?
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
