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4) Weekday Application Questions

a) EQUIP — What do you know about the Antichrist? What other 
passages inform your understanding? What does Revelation 13:1-10 say 
about him and his work? How do you understand the reality of demonic 
authority today?

b) ENGAGE — How do you see Satan at work in our world today? How 
does he propagate falsehood and deception? More importantly, how can 
you stand against him and stand firm in the truth? Saturate yourself in 
Scripture so that you’ll know the truth.

c) EXALT — Remember: In a world that worships power, beauty, and 
success, we worship the slain and risen Lamb. Resolve to remain loyal to 
Christ even when life gets hard, confusing, or painful.

d) Here is your “One Thing” for this week: Reflect on verse 10. How 
do we as Christians today live out “the perseverance and the faith of the 
saints?” What are some areas in your life where perseverance and faith 
are most needed?
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
